The information contains searchable data 
from IRS Forms 990 and the IRS Busi-
ness Master File, including comprehen-
sive facts on employee compensation and 
grant activity.

In 1994, GuideStar began as a new ven-
ture with a bold vision: to revolutionize 
philanthropy and nonprofit practice with 
information.   

Their intent is to create a more transpar-
ent and accountable nonprofit commu-
nity.  Nonprofits embrace this practice of 

You can search the database and view 
basic information about an organization, 
including Form 990 images and other 
public documents when available.  A 
simple no-cost registration gives you 
access to this information.  There is no 
fee to register, but you must agree to a 
site license agreements. 

I found this site to be useful, and an ex-
cellent tool for charitable giving.   There 
are some unscrupulous people out there 
disguised as charities, this is one way to 
protect yourself and your money.

are rated for  60 pounds or  more) are 
safest and most comfor table on a 
booster  seat until they are 4’9”   (57” ) 
tall and 80 to 100 pounds—a height 
and weight most kids reach between 
ages 8-12. 

Safety Belt Fit Test 

·  Have the child sit all 
the way back on the 
vehicle seat.  Do the 
child’s knees bend 
over  the front edge 
of the seat?  Do the 
child’s feet touch the Floor? 

·  Buckle the lap and shoulder belts.  
Does the lap belt rest on the upper  
legs or  thighs?  Does the shoulder  
belt rest on the shoulder  or  collar -

bone?  (Never  put the shoulder  
belt under  the arm of behind the 
back.) 

·  Watch the child for the length of 
the trip.  Can the child stay 

seated proper ly 
with the safety belt 
buckled? 

I f you answered 
“ no”  to any of 
these questions, 
keep the child 
seated on a booster 
seat.  Test again in 

a few months.

Motor  vehicle crashes are the leading 
killer  of children under  14.  “ Child 
passenger  safety is not just about 
babies and toddlers,”  says Alissa 
Lean, Safe K ids Treasure Valley co-
ordinator .  “ I t’ s a commitment that 
lasts as long as childhood.  Too many 
kids move from a booster  seat to a 
safety belt  before they’ r e big 
enough.”

Some Facts: 

Each and every solicitor that is selling 
products or services must have a Ped-
dlers/Vendors/Solicitors permit (on their 
person) which is issued by the City of 
Meridian.   

To apply for this permit every solicitor 
must come into the City Clerks Office fill 
out the initial application and present to 

the clerks specific required documenta-
tion, pay a fee of $34.00 for a background 
check, plus sign a statement re-
garding their history and give a 
description of delivery vehicle.  
The time it takes to process this 
application is generally  3-4  
weeks.  There is a license fee 
schedule they must also pay, 
when their application has been 
approved. City Clerk  - 888-4433 

If a solicitor comes to your home ask 
them to show you their license, which 
they must carry. 

Be mindful of inviting someone into your 
home you do not know, never allow them 

to come in to use 
either your bath-
room or phone.  
Talk to your chil-
dren about what 
to do if someone 
they don’ t know 
comes to your 

door.  Remember, you always have the 
option to not answer the door.  If you 
have questions 846-7360.
