OLD BUSINESS

Review of October Minutes – Rafael motioned approval of the minutes, Shana seconded, all approved

Reviewed the November minutes, Rafael motioned approval with amendments for the reasons of serving on the board. Some of the objectives were discussed at the meeting, others were submitted via e-mail, Also, it is noted that at the November meeting Dave Young agreed to review the 2009 landscape bids, Nancy seconded, all approved

NEW BUSINESS

Tanya Edmonson has been appointed as the Treasurer of the Association

Dan agreed to work with Scott on getting all of the Board minutes posted on the web site

Dave Young developed a summary of the landscape bids from Idaho Landscape, Sunshine and Blue Ribbon. Sunshine expected a fuel surcharge based pricing on January 1st each year. He has agreed to a base fuel price of $3.00 per gallon.

There is a specific terms sheet with the Sunshine bid

All repairs will require prior approval from an appointed person on the board

We need clarified what the time and material cost is for the water feature

The board has requested that the flexibility to use suppliers of our choice outside of the contract for services.

The flowers would be handled by the association, it is expected that we would purchase $500/hour.

Rafael makes a motion that we proceed with the negotiation with Sunshine Landscape with the changes from the landscape committee. The board would approve the contract not to exceed $63,000. Dave Young would work with Sunshine landscape to finalize the negotiation. Brandon seconded, all approved. Rafael will sign the contract.

The board expects a refund on the excess postage from the postcard error

The four CD’s of the association are at the Bank of Cascades. Tanya will work with the bank to stagger the renewals on an annual basis. 

Tanya will review options for managing the CD’s.
