Motion for approval of February minutes by Shana and seconded by Rafael.  Passed.

At the annual meeting the individual changes that have been in the CC&R’s will be addressed for approval and voting.

In the Sub Book – there are 9 pages of collections totaling approx. $20K we need to figure out a more effective and less costly way of handling this.
Tanya to get board a list of who is on a payment plan.  If they are making payments, nothing happens.  If they aren’t making payments, they get a letter from MGM attorney, if owned by a bank we need to put a lien on property…all depending on fees by MGM.

We would like MGM to tell us if there are any options for a “bulk” rate to file small claims court rather than a $200/ home fee (or whatever the rate is) as we are not in the position to pay this fee.  Are there any other options to go about collections than what has already been talked about?

We’d like MGM to write a letter from attorney to the people that are on payment plans that have not paid (what is the cost to do this)?

We’d like MGM to put liens to everything owned by the bank.  What will the total cost be to do this?
All projects having to do with improvements will be put on hold until we start seeing the $20K in outstanding accounts receivable start coming in.
